	Air Pollution Control and Hybrid Electric Vehicles

	On May 24th, 2013, XI Jinping, General Secretary of the Communist Party of China, when presiding over the collective learning meeting of the Political Bureau of the Central Committee, said that China would never strike for economic growth at the expense of the environment. He also put forward lifelong liability system—those who go over the ecological “red line” shall be punished, and those who cause serious consequences must be held accountable, even throughout his whole life. On June 14th, Premier LI Keqiang chaired the executive meeting of the State Council to deploy ten measures for the control of air pollution, and analyzed the healthy development of photovoltaic industry, which revealed the long-term strategic vision of our new state leaders to benefit the people, our descendants and human beings. If China’s energy consumption of 2009 had fallen below the world average level, the reduced energy consumption would have amounted to 1.05436 billion tons of standard coal, equivalent to 38% of the primary energy production. That is to say, this could reduce the carbon dioxide emissions by 38%, or could be equivalent to almost 38% of the 2010 national fiscal revenue. What an extraordinary significance of energy conservation and emission reduction!

Automobile exhaust is one of the main reasons for urban smog. Hybrids cars can save energy by 40%-50%, compared with ordinary cars, and the automotive capability, the cruising ability and the price are all more attractive, with a brighter market prospect than pure electric cars. This summit will fully introduce China’s new energy vehicles--hybrid electric vehicles and deeply analyze the policy and trend of the electric car. Some senior leaders from such authorities as national ministries and Beijing Municipal Government will attend the summit, and policy makers will personally interpret the existing strategies and the future related policies. Many domestic first-tier automobile manufacturers, over 30 financial institutions and more than 200 senior guests will attend the summit to carry out business network and cooperation projects in the field of hybrid electric vehicles.

	Since the 17th Congress of the CPC, the government, enterprises, society as well as folk force have jointed together to promote China's green production, green technology and green consumption, which greatly improved China’s green low-carbon transformation and clean energy utilization. However, we must pay high attention to the rapid growth in overall carbon emissions and the higher environmental costs per unit of GDP. In general the particulate matter in the air and the total suspended particulates in major cities decreased significantly, but that of Tianjin and Beijing is among the highest in the world (in the fourth and fifth).
